E4 – Television, DVDs, music and electronics
Policy statement

Television, DVDs, music and electronics can be used as part of the program taking into  consideration the content and messages portrayed. We believe that television, DVDs, music and electronic games should be incorporated into children’s play and leisure experiences. We support the appropriate use of technology and media by the children and staff and recognise that children will engage in many forms of media platforms both within and outside the centre. We believe that the use of technology should be used for entertainment and leisure activities and must not place at risk the safety or wellbeing of the staff, children or their families or any visitors to the service. Staff will ensure all videos and films are suitable for the children’s ages.

My Time, Our Place

Procedure
Television and DVDs
TV, DVDs, music and electronic games will have a ‘G’ or ‘PG’ rating.

They may be used and when used should be planned as part of a balanced program of activities. They could highlight a particular activity or interest in the program. DVDs, television and electronic will not be daily activities in the centre.

DVDs  may be shown on wet weather days without being displayed in the program, however we will ensure that the movies shown are rated G . The title of the DVD should be included on the program.
Parents will be notified when ‘PG’ rated DVDs may be shown via signs displayed in the centre.  The title of the DVD, rating and general description of the DVD will be displayed for families to view.

Staff will preview DVDs where possible.
Parents who do not wish foe their child/ren to view DVDs at the centre must inform staff to ensure staff can follow these requests.

Music
All music both purchased and download from apps will be G and PG rated.

Staff will preview music where possible.
Electronics
They may be used and when used should be planned as part of a balanced program of activities. They could highlight a particular activity or interest in the program. Electronic are not a daily activity at the centre.

All games purchased are G or PG rated.

The centres computers are monitored as part of the spontaneous program activities.

Personal electronic devices are not allowed to be brought to the centre during before and after school care, however are incorporated into the centre vacation care program each day. Use is monitored.
Personal devices are not to be shared and should be labelled clearly. 

All personal devices are placed in a designated area during vacation care.

Children must only bring G or PG rated games from home. Games with other ratings will not be allowed to be used at the centre.

The centre accepts no responsibility for lost or damaged property.

 Any content that is found to be unacceptable will be removed immediately.

Mobile phones
Children are encouraged not to use their personal mobile phones while at the centre. 

If at any time they wish to speak to their family, they are able to have access to the centres phone.

Children are encouraged to keep their phones in their bags or they can be given to a staff member to be placed in the centres office until they are collected to go home.
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
